All students receiving band scholarships and participant in the marching band program
are required to have a valid U.S. passport, must be admitted and accepted to the institution as a full time
student, have on file a Bethune-Cookman University Medical History Form with the Office of Health
Services, a completed Federal Financial Aid Form on file with the Bethune Cookman University Financial
Aid Office as well as maintain a minimum grade point average of 2.25 while attending the institution. Please
note that the priority date for applying for Federal Financial Aid begins October 1, 2018.
